 Our paint parties usually last approximately 2.5 hours

What to expect 

 Staff will arrive on-site 1½ hour prior to the start of the party to set-up easels and 

canvases. 

 Tables and chairs to seat attendees with easel comfortably. We ask that the table and 

chairs are set-up prior to our arrival 

 Lukewarm pitchers of water, we will provide the disposable cups. 

 Music: We provide our own music on our portable speaker set, which will play when the 
artist is not giving instructions.  

 If possible we would prefer to be separated from diners not participating in the Boozin’ 
Brushstrokes™ event. 

 We ask the lighting is bright as possible unless otherwise instructed by the Boozin’ 
Brushstrokes™ staff. 

Before we get started 

 A start date: 4-6 weeks out is what we will need to promote the event properly. The 
more time, the bigger the crowd for the first event. 

 A regular commitment: We prefer that bars host us on a regular basis. We're happy to 
let you try us once, but if it goes well we would like you to host us every week. Same 
time, same place.
